Eligibility Requirements 

	 Applicant must be a GDC VI Student Member (in good standing).  
Membership rates and application forms can be found at  
www.gdc.net. 

	 Applicant must be a full-time student returning for the next year 
(minimum 2-year program) of studies in an established graphic 
design program at a Canadian post-secondary institution. 

	 Applicant must provide a transcript of grades and a letter  
of reference from an instructor. 

	 Applicant must also draft a personal letter (250 words) describing  
his/her design history, previous design education, reason for applying 
for the scholarship, and design career aspiration and goals. 

	 Applicant must submit one sample of work to be accompanied  
by a detailed design rationale. 

	 Applicant’s submission should fit into a 9” x 12” envelope. This is 
recommended for mailing purposes but not a requirement. If your 
submission is oversized please make sure it is packed securely  
to prevent damage during shipping. 

	 Recipients will be notified and requested to provide a high-quality  
photograph (300 dpi) of themselves and electronic files (press quality) 
of their work for publication to promote the GDC VI Scholarship Awards.
