Design-a-thon 2011 Creative Directors Info sheet
Thank you in advance for volunteering! Based on feedback we have identified the need to outline the requirements of the creative directors who choose to volunteer. (So you know what you are getting into!) The following is an outline of the process that we believe will get the most effective results for the charities that you chose to work with.

Volunteer Requirements:

Meeting to confirm team and choose charity. September 10th  @ 10am.

After the submission deadline (August 19th) we will host a meeting of all the Creative Directors so that they can review the applicants and choose a charity to work with and get a better idea of who they need on their team and where the 2 student applicants could fit in. (The students will be chosen by the GDC and will be involved in whatever capacity you see fit.)

Meeting with charity decision makers/ Stake holders (at your convenience)

We will be informing the charities that a decision maker will need to be available during the event. However it is expected that the creative directors meet with the client at least once before the event to outline the needs of the client and the creative brief.

Meeting with your team 

As the creative director it is your prerogative to integrate a team of creative’s that will suit the needs of the project. This is why this year we ask that this experience be a team experience for you and your firm (or designers of your choice.)

The Actual Event:  Design-a-thon October 22nd-23rd 2011

Design-a-thon will take place at Mount Royal University, starting at 10am. All meals and caffeinated drinks will be provided. At the end there will be a presentation to the charities. More details to follow.

Follow up/Postmortem

In the past some Creative Directors have chosen to follow up with the charities.  Largely this depends on the project and team. We do not require you to do any follow up beyond sending the charities the files at the end of the event.

This year we would like to have a postmortem/dinner or lunch with the Creative Directors and GDC members involved in Design-a-thon. It would probably take place a week or so after the event, more details will follow.
